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The following text represents a preliminary effort to revise and update the original (1985) and supplementary (1995) catalogues for Billingsgate Market tallies.  This project has been undertaken with the active participation of Stuart J. Adams, Lee J. Collyer, John R.P. King, Duncan Pennock, Robert Sharman, Geoffrey T. Stone and J.R. Williams.  Considerable work remains to be done, especially regarding "proof-reading" of maker's particulars.  There are also many issuers that have not yet been traced, apparently quite short-term traders.

Ownership of many pieces has changed over the last 20 years.  For the moment, the original reporting collectors of 1985 and 1995 have been retained.  However, it may be noted that the bulk of JRPK specimens have now gone to JRW.  Also, the DGV collection was sold to Harry Chambers and, later, auctioned by Simmons Gallery.  NBT specimens were sold to the British Museum in the late 1990s.
